Governor Jerry Brown signed SB 48 today!

   SB 48 was introduced by Sen. Mark Leno (D-SF) and passed by the CA Senate and CA Assembly on party line votes...Democrats for and Republicans against.   This bill is so bad that even the LA Times editorialized against it.  Today, Governor Jerry Brown signed this travesty into law.
 

    SB 48 is the highly controversial bill that mandates that lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) role models must be placed in history and social science text books even down to Kindergarten.

    This attack upon children's innocence must motivate parents to remove their children from the government school system and get them into the safe havens of church schooling or homeschooling.
    What Parents Need to Know  
    Now that SB 48 has been signed into law:
    
1.  All Public School textbooks and instructional material must positively promote "lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender Americans" as " role" models.
    
2.  Children as young as 6 years old will be taught to admire homosexuality, same-sex "marriages", bisexuality, and transsexuality (cross-dressing and "sex change" operations).
    
3.  Children will be taught to support the political activism of "Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Intersex and Questioning" (LGBTIQ) political groups, as the bill requires "particular emphasis on portraying the role of these groups in contemporary society."
    
4.  School Boards will be required to select textbooks and other instructional materials that positively portray "LGBT" lifestyles, because to be silent on these subjects opens them up to the charge of "reflecting adversely" or "promoting a discriminatory bias".
    
5.   Teachers will be made to positively portray homosexuality, same-sex "marriages", bisexuality, and transsexuality, because to be silent can bring the charge of "reflecting adversely" or "promoting a discriminatory bias". 
    
6.  Parents will NOT be notified, nor will they be able to exempt (opt out) their children, from this new core curriculum.
